OHTAANSALMEN RAJAKIVI

Tayssinndn rauha paatti kaksikymmentaviisi vuotta
jatkuneen sotajakson Ruotsi-Suomen ja Vendjan valilia.
Rauha solmittiin 18.5.1595 Tayssindn kyldssa Inke-
rinmaalla.

Ruotsi-Suomen ja Vendjén vélinen vahakunnan raja
oli ollut epaselva ja riildanalainen P3hkinansaaren rau-
hasta {1323) lahtien. Rajan tuntumassa oli jatkuvasti
selkkauksia ja puolin ja toisin tehtyja havitysret-
kia. Taman johdosta lahelle rajaa ei uskallettu aset-
tua asumaan vakituisesti. Tayssinnan rauhansopimus
vakiinnutti rajamaakuntana olleen Savon itérajan.

Rauhansopimuksessa maarattiin, ettd Ruotsin tuli
luovuttaa Venajélle Inkeri ja Kakisalmen laani, mutta
ennen luovutusta tuli suorittaa rajankaynti. Rajat
tuli merkita sellaisiksi kuin ne ammoisina aikoina olivat
ofleet. Mikali ne katsottiin epaselviksi, tuli rauhansopi-
muksen mukaan hankkia tietoa asiakirjoista ja van-
hoilta rajaseutujen asukkailta. Ruotsin valtuuskunnan
saamissa ohjeissa korostettiin erityisesti, etta tosiasial-
lisen nautinnan tuli menna vanhojen asiakirjojen edelle.
Rauhansopimusta on Ruotsi-Suomen nakokulmasta
pidetty varsin edullisena. Siind Venaja tunnusti Ruotsi-
Suomen laajentumisen itaan ja uo:_omwoml aina Jaame-
relle asti.

Lokakuun 19. paivana 1595 allekirjoitettiin asiakirja,
joka maaritteli rajan kulun Varpavuoresta Pisamékeen.
Rajalinjojen paatepisteiden liséksi tarkeitd rajapaikkoja
olivat Somertaipale ja Qhtaansalmi, joiden kohdalla
merkinnat tehtiin erityisen huolelia. Kallioon on hakat-
tu ylimmaksi vuosiluku 1595, seuraavaksi Ruotsin
valtakunnan kolme kruunua ja naiden alle rajaval-
tuutettujen nimikirjaimet CF (Claus Hermanninpoika
Fleming), AT (Arvid Henrikinpoika Tavast), GF (Godik
Fincke) ja IH (Yrjo Henrikinpoika Horn). Veniléiset
puolestaan hakkauttivat omaksi merkikseen ristin,
joka on kivessd kaikkein alinna.

Tayssinndn rauhan raja oli voimassa 22 vuotta. Vuon-
na 1617 soimittu Stotbovan rauha siirsi Ruotsi-Suomen
valtakunnan rajan Savon itdpuolelle.
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THE OHTAANSALM!I BOUNDARY STONE

The Treaty of Teusina ended twenty five years of war
between Sweden-Finland and Russia. It was signed on
May 18, 1595 in the village of Teusina in Ingria.

The border between the realms of Sweden-Finland and
Russia had been unclear and a continuous scurce of
disagreement ever since the Treaty of No&teborg
(1323). Border clashes were frequent, and raids were
carried out by both sides. Due to the centinuous threat
of violence, few people were willing to settle close to
the border. The Treaty of Teusina defined the eastern
border of the border province of Savo.

According to the Treaty of Teusina, Sweden was to
refinquish control of Ingria and the province of
Kexholm to Russia, but before that the boundary was
to be surveyed. The boundaries were to be marked
according to what they had been in ancient times. If
they were considered unclear, the treaty stipulated
that .documents and old inhabitants of the border zone
were to be consulted. The instructions of the Swedish
treaty delegation specifically emphasized that actual
fand use had precedence over old documents. From
the point of view of Sweden-Finland, the treaty was
considered quite favourable as Russia acknowledged
the Swedish expansion eastward and northward to
the coast of the Arsctic Ocean.

On October 19, 1595 a document was signed
that defined the boundary line between Varpavuori
and Pisaméki. Besides the two terminals, other
important boundary points were Somertaipale and
Ohtaansalmi, which were marked with particular
care. The inscription on the rock face consists of the
year {1595), the three crowns of the Swedish
coat of arms, and beiow these the initials of the
Swedish boundary delegates: CF (Claus Hermansson
Fleming}, AT (Arvid Henriksson Tavast), GF (Godik
Fincke), and [IH (Georg Henriksson Hom). The
Russians signed themselves with a cross at the
bottom.

The border agreed upon in the Treaty of Teusina was
in effect for 22 years. In 1617 the Treaty of Stolbova
moved the border of Sweden-Finland to the east
of Savo Province.
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
